Dear Organic Farmers,

We hope this finds you doing well.  Enclosed is a copy of our 2013 Commercial Growers’ order form.  We hope to have the opportunity to grow certified organic seedlings for your farm.  
You can also find a copy of this order form at: www.goodearthfarmnh.com.  

Also, at our website you will find our 2013 Retail order form, with even more crops and varieties available in six-pack sizes.
The varieties we have picked are selected for market gardens.  We use organic (OG) seed varieties whenever possible.  This year 58 out of the 87 varieties (67%) on this form are organic (OG) seeds.  We will be happy to grow other varieties of your choice, as long as you provide us with the seed.  The seed must be untreated.

If you plan to order a large amount (e.g. 4 trays or more) of any one specific listed variety, please let us know soon.  If necessary, that will give us time to put in a supplemental seed order for that specific crop. In any case, please send in your order form by February 28.  
Our 2013 prices remain the same as they were last year for 72 cell, 50 cell and 24 (regular) cell trays.  The prices have gone up on the 24 cell (deep) and 4” pots to reflect the extra potting soil involved.

Also, this year we are making a change in the way we grow tomatoes. We will be growing tomatoes for farmers in 38 cells (or bigger pots).  A couple of years ago we moved all of our retail tomato six-paks from an 8x6 (48 cells per flat) into 6x6 (36 cells per flat).  The result has been an improved quality of tomato plant and most importantly, one that does not stretch so readily in late spring.  We are now making the same transition for our commercial tomato seedlings.  The 50 cell tomato flat was good, but had a problem with stretching, especially if conditions were such that plants had to be held an extra week at the greenhouse while fields were made ready for planting.  Moving to 38 cells will improve the quality of plants we can produce for you.  

Thank you for considering us to grow some of your plants.
