Dear Organic Farmers,

We hope this finds you doing well.  Enclosed is a copy of our 2016 Commercial Growers’ order form.  We hope to have the opportunity to grow some certified organic seedlings for your farm.  Below are a couple of notes.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Organic seeds. These varieties are selected for market gardens.  We use organic seed varieties (OG) whenever possible.  This year 82 out of the 106 varieties (77%) on this Commercial Growers’ form are organic seeds.  

Special Orders. Please give us a call if you would like us to grow other crops/varieties of your choice. We want to make sure the crop and the timeframe to grow it are workable for our greenhouse and for you. Also, we ask that you provide the seed.  The seed must be untreated.

Large orders. If you plan to order more than four trays of one specific variety, please let us know soon.  We may need to order more seeds. Thanks!

What if I want less than a full tray? Please use the retail order form if you would like to order less than a full tray of a crop. Our 2016 retail order form is available at our website, www.goodearthfarmnh.com.  The retail form has a larger selection of crops and varieties available in six-pack sizes.   

Tomatoes.  We only grow finished tomato seedlings in 38 cell and 24 cell flats and 4” pots. The use of bigger cells produces a better quality tomato plant.  The plants are stockier in the stem and they do not stretch so readily in late spring.  

Lettuce and Brassicas in 128-cell flats. The lettuce can be planted directly into the field from the 128 cell flat, or you could transplant it into a larger size cell for later planting.  We will provide you with at least 110 good plants per 128-cell flat.  

Tomatoes, Eggplant and Peppers in 128-cell flats. The tomatoes, peppers and eggplants in a 128-cell flat will be small (2-3 inches tall) and are NOT suitable for planting directly into the field. They are just starter plants. The plants will need to be replanted into larger pots at your farm. They will need a few weeks of extra time in your greenhouse.  We will provide you with at least 110 good plants per 128-cell flat.
