Crop notes:  All onions, leeks and shallots will be directly sown into their 50 or 72 cells in early March with 4 seeds per cell. Alliums will be top-dressed and pruned once or twice as needed.  All 24-cell cucurbits will be directly sown into the final sale pack. 4” pot cucurbits will be sown into a 24-cell and transplanted to the 4” pot. All other plants will be sown into a 128-cell and transplanted into their final sale pack.  

128 cell flats. We have 128-cell trays for a limited number of crops. We will provide you with at least 110 good plants per 128-cell tray. Given the small size of the cells living in a compost-based potting soil, it is important that you pick up these plug trays when they are ready. We will aim for your projected pickup date.
